Green Tara Mantra
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OM TARE TUTTARE TURE SVAHA

Chanting of the Green Tara Mantra reduces the forces of delusion in the forms of

negative karma, sickness, afflictions of kleshas, and other obstacles and obscurations.

This mantra also helps to generate Bodhicitta
within the heart of the practitioner and purifies the psychic channels within the body,
allowing a more natural expression of generosity and compassion to flow from the heart center.
